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The exhibition organisation

The exhibition recounts the experience of 25 years of research in Crete, both at the sites where
the CEARC digs in the concession of the Italian Archaeological School of Athens (Haghia Triada,
Festos and Prinias), and at the sites where some of its members work in collaboration with other
missions (Knossos, Gortina).

The exhibition itinerary is multi-sensory and interactive and includes videos, experimental
reproductions and educational copies, a 3D model of the Villa of Haghia Triada and an immersive
virtual tour of the south-west quarter of the Palace of Festos.
